
Leading the Vision
It’s important to reiterate the vision every week. The power of hearing God’s vision for
his Church is significant. The best expression of vision is found in Acts 2:42-47. Here
are two ways to do it:

● If your group has children: The kids go to the front of the room and do hand
motions as an adult or older kid reads the vision. These are simple motions you
can make up and are super fun things the kids will look forward to doing.
Important: The adults have to stand up and do the hand motions too!

● If your group doesn’t have children: Have someone read Acts 2:42-47 and then
in their own words briefly encourage the group to fulfill this vision.
